· Outline of specific steps taken during clinic check-in, counseling, testing/vaccination, discharge process during HBV vaccination process

· Designed for use by staff and volunteers in clinic setting.

Hepatitis B (HBV) Protocol

Results/Vaccination Day

Check-in: 

· Confirm mother and father’s first names and DOB

· Determine ID#

· Tell them to have a seat

When interviewer is ready, they get participant ID# from check-in and take TIME to look over result and risk-assessment form

When interviewer is ready, they tellcheck-in and call participant

Counseling:

· Result given if appropriate

· Outreach worker brought in if appropriate

Interviewer can then finish risk-assessment notes, accompany participant, or take a break

HAYOT Station:

· Interviewer brings participant to station

· Station staff member prepares to follow participant for vaccinations

· Station staff member initials receipt

Clinician Station:

· Partipicant is brought to clinician for follow-up and/or vaccination

· Clinician initials receipt

· Clinician sends participant to pay station

Pay Station:

· Participant brings receipt, is paid, and thanked very much


Testing/Interviewing Day

Check-in:

· Screen for age/IDU status

· supply paperwork/tube to interviewer

When interviewer is ready, they notify check-in and participant is called

Interview and Counseling:
· Questionnaire completed

· Risk assessment completed

· Reminder card given

Phlebotomy Table:
· Interview walks participant here—even just to check-in if no blood work will be done

Pay Station:

· Participant brings receipt, is paid, and is reminded to return
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
