About the Module 3 Appendices

This module contains tools that can be used to:

· Learn more about the risk behavior of young injection drug users (YIDU)

· Tailor recruitment, screening, and counseling and testing protocols for interventions with IDUs

These sample materials include:

· Baseline, follow-up, and program-exit risk assessment surveys and interview protocols

· Training materials for peer educators

· Pros and cons of engaging in community collaborative research

Each of the appendices is briefly described below.

Appendix A. Standard Screening Protocol

· Guided process for conducting a HIV and hepatitis B and C screening program

· Includes examples of eligibility criteria as well as enrollment, interview, testing, and referral procedures

Appendix B. Self-Administered Screening Questionnaire

This one-page screening questionnaire can be completed by the participant/client.

Appendix C. Screener Injector Interview

This is a short screening protocol that a peer interviewer can use to determine whether a participant/client is eligible for enrollment in the project.

Appendix D. Information Sheet for Research Subjects

· Briefly describes the background, aims, methods, procedures, and risks of the study

· To be given to a participant/client

Appendix E. Screening Consent Form for Participation in Research Study

· Sample consent form from the University of California, San Francisco

· Summarizes project activities that the participant/client agrees to participate in

Appendix F. Participant Bill of Rights

This information sheet notifies participant/client of their rights and responsibilities if they chose to enroll in the program.

Appendix G. Structured Questionnaire

· Questionnaire used to collect baseline data (demographics, health history, sexual history, psychosocial assessment, drug use, and injection practices) for a participant/client enrolled in the project

· Administered by a staff member

· Takes approximately 30 to 40 minutes to administer

· Numerically coded for use with quantitative analysis software (e.g., SPSS)

Appendix H. Risk Assessment

· Follow-up assessment administered after testing

· Summarizes HIV and hepatitis history, drug history, and sexual behavior history

· Also contains checklist outlining harm reduction topics that should be covered by the test counselor

Appendix I. Hepatitis B (HBV) Protocol

· Outline of specific steps taken during clinic check-in, counseling, testing/vaccination, discharge process during HBV vaccination process

· Designed for use by staff and volunteers in clinic setting.

Appendix J. Hepatitis Counseling and Testing—
Practical Guidelines for Providers

This appendix outlines objectives of hepatitis counseling and testing and the elements necessary for a successful counseling, testing, and referral program.

Appendix K. Training

These peer educator training materials discuss what outreach work is and is not, the difference between outreach workers and peer educators, the basic steps to performing successful outreach, and the “do’s and don’ts” of outreach.

Appendix L. Medical Encounter Form

This one-page form is used to summarize participant/client health diagnosis, hepatitis vaccination administration data, and treatment plan.

Appendix M. Exit Survey

This one-page form collects feedback from project participants/clients regarding their experience with the project, level of services received, changes in awareness about HIV and hepatitis, and additional services needed.

Appendix N. Community Perspective on Collaboration

This appendix lists the pros and cons of engaging in community collaborative research.
