DO


Take at least 1 hour before or 2 hours after meals


Drink plenty of fluids while taking this drug


Stay out of the sun while taking this drug (increased chance of sunburn)


Take all medication even if you feel better





DON’T


Take this medicine if you are pregnant


Take antacids within 2 hours of taking this medicine


Consume large quantities of caffeine (can lead to exaggerated or prolonged effects of caffeine


Take milk products together with this medicine, wait 1 or 2 hours





Diarrhea, headache, light-headedness, nausea, stomach irritation, trouble sleeping, vomiting. These effects should disappear as your body adjusts to the medication. Dark urine, dry mouth with strange metallic taste (brushing teeth, sucking sugarless candies may help). These effects should disappear as your body adjusts to this medicine. As with any medicine, if you experience an allergic reaction such as a skin rash, stop taking the medicine and contact your medical provider. If you experience a severe allergic reaction such as difficulty breathing, stop taking the medicine and go directly to the Hospital Emergency Room.
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
