5. From your work/personal experiences, what are the current trends among queer API youth? (e.g. drug use, sexual behaviors, accessing services, needs/issues they present to you, etc.)

6. What have been some of the biggest changes you’ve seen in the last 2 years with API MSM youth?

7. What have been some of the challenges being/working with API MSM youth?

8. What do you think puts API MSM youth at risk for getting HIV?

9. Speculate on what you think would be an ideal intervention for API MSM youth, given all the time & $$ you want. This could be something you’ve done or heard of. It could also be made up from components you’ve liked from many different interventions.
